class choices.

He believes that one of
the missions of a university
is to provide things that ex-
pand knowledge and break
down barriers

“Go to Borders and you’ll
find at least two shelves of
books on street art,” he said.

“Why is there a disconnect
between what’s happening
at the University and what’s
happening in mass culture?”

The class will focus on ex-
pressions of street art, includ-
ing stencils, flyers, graffiti,
stickers, murals and signs.

Ensminger wants the class
to concentrate less on “art for
art’s sake” and be more of an
exploration into the motiva-
tions of artists and the art’s
impact on communities.

So why does street art exist?

Ensminger hopes students
will find answers through
his class.

He plans to invite a wide
range of speakers into the
classroom including folk-
lore experts and members of
law enforcement.

He will present films
and articles that deal with
street art and the idea of
contested space.

Students can also expect
to immerse themselves in
context and document mani-
festations of local art, from
markings in concrete to
lost dog posters.

“Street art has been one of
the most important contribu-
tions of our generations,” En-
sminger said. “It’s all about
the museum of the street.”

At the end of the class,
Ensminger hopes to create a

very passionately about,
and I'm glad I can support
them through my music,”
Parrott said.

A Eugene-native, Parrott
started singing and rhym-
ing at age four. She began
playing piano at age six after
her twin brother decided the
instrument just was not for
him. Shortly after she began
lessons, 9-year-old Parrott be-
gan to write music. She con-
tinued her piano lessons for
18 more years. And her mom
never had to tell her to prac-
tice; Parrott had an affinity for
playing the piano.

The piano used for re-
cording “Another City” is
the grand piano she grew
up playing at her parents’
home in Eugene.

A graduate of South Eugene
High School, Parrott attended
the University of Oregon for
one year before moving to Se-
attle for two years to pursue
her music career. While in Se-
attle, Parrott re-auditioned for
Berklee College of Music to
see if she could increase her
scholarship money. Berklee
increased her scholarship and
Parrott moved to Boston in
2005 to study music.

The lyrics of Parrott’s songs
are her pride and reflect per-
sonal experiences. She loves
when her fans can relate to a
whole song, a verse or even

just one line in her songs. The
personal nature of her lyrics
adds the rawness and authen-
ticity to the folkish instru-
mental sound. Parrott cites
fellow singer/songwriters
James Taylor, Joni Mitchell,
